Critique Review General Information and Rules

OVERVIEW OF NEW STRUCTURE


This is a new program for LPC and is designed to provide a more in-depth critique and review of your publications and/or Web sites. This is NOT a contest. You will have the opportunity to sit down with an expert who has reviewed your work to create an interactive session so you can ask questions and find out more about your work. The critique sessions will be held at the Ag Media Summit in St. Paul, Minn. on Sunday, July 25. If you cannot be in attendance a board member will represent you and a video recording will be created for you. Each portfolio review session will be: 20 minutes for each entry in Category 1 and 10 minutes for each entry in Categories 2–5. Fees are: Category 1 is $300 per portfolio submission and Categories 2-5 are $150 per portfolio submission.   

DUES

Any LPC publication member or service member whose dues are paid for the calendar year of 2009 and 2010 is eligible. New members who join LPC in 2010 may enter if 2010 dues are paid.

ENTRY ADDRESS/DEADLINES

Submission deadline is April 20, 2010. Portfolios must be received by 5 p.m. the day of the deadline.

Fees MUST ACCOMPANY the portfolios. Category 1 is $300 per portfolio submission and Categories 2-5 are $150 per portfolio submission. Write one check for the total amount payable to: Livestock Publications Council. Do not include other payments with critique entry checks. (see above for dues checks) You CAN pay for Critique Review and Contest fees in one check. 

CATEGORIES

Category 1 : General Excellence. Enter TWO different issues of your magazine published any time in 2009 OR 2010. The entire publication will be reviewed and critiqued including advertising, editorial, design and layout.

Category 2: Design. Includes anything other than advertising*. Includes covers, content pages, editorial layout etc. You may enter any combination of three. For example: you can enter three different contents pages or one contents page, one cover, one editorial layout. 

Category 3: Advertising. Enter THREE advertisements*. They may be of any size, any color combination 

Category 4: Editorial. Three entries will be submitted as a portfolio. A portfolio will be any combination of articles from any combination of writers. For example: Magazine X can enter three from writer John Jones or Magazine X can enter three entries from two or three different writers. 

Category 5: Web sites. These will be critiqued on whatever day the reviewer chooses. Up to  three may be submitted.

* NOTE : advertising is considered anything that has been paid for.

ELIGIBILITY

A publication member or service member may enter as many categories and as many entries in a category as desired.

Method of submission will not be critiqued. We encourage you to use your judgment to create your entry form and portfolio in an economical yet professional manner. Suggestions are to enter Category 1 in a large envelope. In Categories 2-4, use sheet protectors In category 4 (editorial) tearsheets may be submitted. For category 5, submit three different Web site addresses in a simple typed format.
